PUBLIC SESSION
1. Parents of Schoolchildren parking illegally

Mrs Sally Clark asked if anything could be done to prevent parents of
schoolchildren from parking on the corner of Quat Goose Lane and School
Road.

PCSO Morag Gordon explained that she had already started patrolling
around the school at the beginning and end of the school day. Anew PCSO
was expected to join her soon, which would allow more areas to be
covered.

Councillor Ellis noted that the Government was promoting schemes to
encourage parents not to drive their children to school, if at all possible.
One initiative taken up by Swindon Village Primary School was the @alking
Bus®Councillor Ellis understood that over 60 people had signed up.

2. Clerk@® Training in 2007/08
(@ Prince2 Project Management

The Council noted that the Clerk was due to attend a Prince2 Project
Management Course (expected to start Monday 11" June 2007). NALC
had awarded £200 from the Clerks Training Bursary Fund for the 2006/07
training year. There were no cost implications to this Council.

(i) Certificate in Local Council Administration (CiLCA)

From 2007 CiLCA would become the only qualification recognised in
respect of the @ualified ClerkCcriterion for Quality Council status. The
Clerks Training Bursary would fund up to 75% of training and registration
costs to a maximum of £200. Registration costs £70 and training/mentoring
sessions organised by the County Association (GAPTC) cost £15 per
session. GAPTC is arranging two 2-day @ast-trackQraining sessions in
June and July at a cost to be advised at the Meeting (estimated at £50 for
each 2-day session). The Clerk® portfolio will probably be ready for
submission soon after. The costs are detailed below:-

Councillor Peter Allen informed the Council that the Gloucestershire Echo
had covered the issue of cars being parked on the verge outside the former
Sanderson Motorhouse premises on the corner of Runnings Road and
Manor Road. Following this coverage, cars had been removed from the
verge.

Councillor Allen reported that he had also been involved in discussions on
the future development of the shops on Windyridge Road. Planning
permission had been granted, but the approved design had generated
some safety concerns.

TRAFFIC AND HIGHWAYS

1. Mini-roundabouts at junction of Kingsditch Lane

The approved plan was expected to be received shortly. The transfer of
responsibility from the Borough Council to Gloucestershire Highways had
meant it had been difficult finding out who to speak to on some issues.

2. Vehicles parked on the public verge

Subsequent to his report as a Borough Councillor (Minute 07/055, Item 2 -
Report(s) of the Borough Councillors) Councillor Allen informed the Council
that the Echo coverage had referred consistently to the former Sanderson
Motorhouse premises, despite him informing them that the Renault
premises were at fault. The Renault garage had been parking vehicles on
both sides of the verge and in the visibility splay. It appeared that they were
regularly lifting a Council barrier in order to position their cars, and putting
the barrier back. Councillor Allen felt that a new approach was required; he
asked PCSO Gordon to check the lawfulness of commercial premises
selling vehicles from a public verge.
